Central Segment: Motorists are encouraged to use WIS 20,
County G, and the frontage roads to get around the ramp and
crossroad closures

South Segment: Motorists are encouraged to use WIS 142,
WIS 20, and the frontage roads to get around the ramp and
crossroad closures
