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The corridor population is estimated by utilizing
the Census 2000 population counts. This count

is then converted into a population density based
on the SEWRPC Regional Land Use Inventory 2000
for each Census Block. The estimated population
is then computed based on the amount of
residential land within the |-94 corridor.
