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New Wrightstown Bridge (WIS 96) in Brown County opening tomorrow
Bridge will be open to traffic by 7 a.m.
(Green Bay) The Wisconsin Department of Transportation (WisDOT) is announcing the new Wrightstown Bridge (WIS 96) in the village of Wrightstown, Brown County will open tomorrow -Wednesday, September 16 in the early morning and should be completely open to traffic by 7 a.m.  

The project constructing a new bridge over the Fox River approximately 200 feet south of the existing bridge cost approximately $18.8 million. Work included constructing a new bridge structure, approaches to the bridge with a roundabout on each end of the bridge and removal of the old structure, plus retaining walls, storm sewer, curb and gutter, sidewalks, signing, pavement marking, lighting and landscaping. Construction began in August 2014.

Remaining work includes:
· Completing the pedestrian access from the new bridge by the beginning of December.  
· Roadway reconstruction work beginning at the intersection of Turner/Fair/High St. including the majority of High St. to the west to County ZZ (Washington St.).  Both the intersection and High Street from Washington St. to Turner St will be closed. This work is scheduled to be completed near the end of November/beginning of December. Once this roadway reconstruction work is completed, the north leg of the east roundabout will be opened to provide access to WIS 96 from the north. 
· Closing and removing the old bridge beginning in December and lasting 2 months.
· Next spring, additional roadway reconstruction work on Main Street, High Street, and County ZZ (Washington St.)  will take place.
· Completing the pedestrian overlook on the east bank of the river will also take place next spring
